MOUNTING 

A. PREPARATION 

Prel iminary preparation requires drilling the mounting 
ponel as in Fig. 3 (Shown on Bock Cover). 

Dismantle the shipped switches as follows: 

(Refer to Fig. 1) 

1. For fixed handle type, remove h"ondle molding (2) 
by removing a Phillips head screw (1).

2. For removal handle type (not shown), rotate handle 
to removable position and remove. Use care as this can 
be done only at specified removal positions of handle 
assembly. 

B. INSTALLATION 

For fixed hetndle types, the topped support plate (7) 
of the switch body should be mounted flush on the rear 
of the mounting panel surface. 

For removable handle types, a spacer tube (not shown) 
furnished with the switch, is inserted between the topped 
support plate (7) and the rear of the mounting panel 
surface. 

Install switch on mounting panel as follows: 

1. Hold the switch body against rea r mounting surface 
with shaft protruding through center hole. Terminal mark­
ings should be right side up. 

2. PhJce escutcheon molding (5) on shaft (6) with 
nameplate slot at top. 

3 . Insert the four 10-32 mounting screws (4) through 
escutcheon molding and mounting panel into the topped 
support plate (7) of switch body. 

4. Place nameplate (3) over shaft (6) and snap into 
escutcheon molding (5). 

S. For fixed handle types- replace handle molding 
over roll pin (8) in shaft (6) and secure with screw (11. 

6 . For removable handle types-slide in handle 
assembly at specified handle position.

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A. INSPECTION 

The h llowing listing of component parts and assem­
bl i e~ is presented as a Renewal Parts Bulletin. 

At regular intervals of one year or 11:: :) .... 
be inspected for bad ly pitted or bent contacts, 
broken springs, crocked moldings, worn cams, rollers 
and pins. 

B. CONTACT REPLACEMENT 

(Refer 10 Fig. 1) 

1. If the contacts ore burned, replace both the sta­
tionary and moving contacts. To do this, remove two 
retaining nuts (18) from tie bolts (12) and pull each 
co ntoct cam and housing assembly (16) off of shaft (6) . 
Disconnect jumpers (15), remove windows (17) (These 
may be removed by inserting punch in window hole and 
sl iding out). Keep stages in proper order. 

(Refer 10 Fig. 2) 

2. Lift spring (1) out and remove moving contact l2) 
and lift out stationary conlact (3) from its recessed 
molding (5). Replace stationary contact (3 ), moving 
contact (2) and spring (1) . Re-ossemble entire stages as 
before. 

NOTE: (Refe r 10 Fig. 1) 

When re-assembling the switch, do not change the 
original relationship of the shaft (6) to the com hubs (14) 
which a re coded and positioned for required sequence 
of operation. 

C. SHAFT REPLACEMENT 

(Refer 10 Fig. 1) 

When it is necessary. to change the switch shaft (6) 
fo r a shorte r or longer shoft, the switch moy be dis ~

3. From the shaft-support ossembly (7) remove roll 
p in (8), relaine r (9) and slop delenl (10). 

4. Remove two retainer rings (11) and remove shaft 
(6) . NOTE: When removing old shaft, use new :.haft as 
follower . Add or remove stages, then re-assemble switch 
a s before. 

RENEWAL PARTS 

It is recommended that· complete switches be carried 
in stock for convenience of replacement when required. 

When ordering complete replacement switches, give 
the dota from the service label attached to the switch 
and also give stage number.
